· San Joaquin County Behavioral Health issued RFP in 2011. Licensed foster family agency, working on becoming licensed adoption agency.
· Comprehensive Family Support Program. Four part-time, Masters-Level facilitators trained in Level 4 Group.
· Reduce barriers for parents attending groups. Classes at a variety of locations, and snacks and childcare are offered – program asks for RSVP’s.
· “Success groups” after participants complete. 

· Use Parenting Tasks Checklist and Parenting Scale. 95% of parents show improvement.

· Outreach efforts include social media, mental health/child welfare staff, and booths at community events, churches, and schools. Use animated video and text reminders (will e-mail information about texting process).

· Future plans – Larger budget, train more Level 4 Group staff including a Spanish-speaking facilitator, and staff will be trained in Level 4 Teen and Pathways.
