Presentation: KerryAnn Schuette – Ventura County Triple P Leadership Summit – 176 attendees
· Invested in PPP in 2010. Served over 3,000 families in FY11-12 Levels 4/5.

· Targeted schools, pre-schools, community organizations – Levels 2 & 3.

· Trained 492 community members. About 70% accreditation rate. No way to track lower levels, so surveyed trainees. Organizations were making referrals, but didn’t feel like they had enough time for focusing on Level 2 & 3. How could we create policy with larger organizations that we train to use evidence-based practice to have a community-based rollout of the program? A Leadership Summit was in order.
· Dr. Sanders came after Riverside County visit. Dr. Fellitti replaced as keynote speaker by Jane Ellen Stevens – reporter and founder of ACEsTooHigh.com – spoke about trauma-informed care.
· National Survey for Child Health – California Adverse Childhood Experiences and impact on social systems.
· Ventura County Outcomes System (Ohio scale) FY 11-12 results
· Jane Ellen Stevens challenged Ventura to become a trauma-informed county. Joining ACEsTooHigh.com social network to see what other counties are doing to become trauma-informed.
