Discussion topic: Parent Engagement
· Lea Bush: Parent engagement is something that needs a laser focus – for all staff to focus on it all of the time. The following 3 focus areas help foster parent engagement:
1. Initial contact – First, we need to look at who are we serving – are they prevention or early intervention, do they have higher needs or just want to learn a little bit more, etc. We also need to make sure our services are high quality and exciting to people. That way, they can also spread the positive word to others.
2. What services are provided – At JFS we do broad-based, community services, casting a wide net with Level 2 Seminars. Classes are held at Head Starts, elementary schools, and community locations (i.e. churches, libraries). Participants are required to attend all 3 sessions to be considered complete. We then follow-up with Level 4 Group if someone needs more services, or they want to bring in other family members. Level 3 Primary Care is used to address individual problems that participants are struggling with or are not appropriate for Group.
3. Retention – We are doing a lot of data analysis to examine this component. We looked at what point people drop out. Since the dropoff occurs during Sessions 1 and 2, we focus incentives to get participants to the 3rd session. We are also now looking at why people are not completing.
· Will continue this discussion in the October call to open it up to the group – what are people doing in these 3 areas in their organizations? Or what is your general approach?
