1. Introductions & review of agenda
Triple P providers from Marin, Nevada, San Diego, San Francisco, Santa Clara, Shasta, and Ventura counties were represented on the call.
2. Updates from Triple P America (TPA)
Randy Ahn provided the updates from TPA. 
· Cost-Sharing:
TPA is still looking for interested sites/counties to test cost-sharing for translations. 
· UN-Spanish Glossary. The UN- Spanish glossary, training materials and the Translation Project will be start soon in Chile. Testers for the US will start in a few months.

· New Resources Order Form. The revised Order Forms are still in the process and are being edited and updated.

· Translation updates: Randy has requested reports from Australia with more details and on a regular basis (e.g., How long the wait will be for specific translations). 

· Training Updates: Triple P Open Enrollment will be in Los Angles November 7th-14th.

· New (Non-Triple P) Program announcement: Secret Agent Society Social Skills program for children with Asperger's syndrome or autism.
· Question About Out of State Visitors on the Call. Rita Bostick from TPA asked about having out of state visitor listening in on these calls to get a sense of how to develop similar calls in their jurisdictions.  Some call participants indicated that this would be acceptable.  Others agreed but expressed concern about “over crowding” the call. There was a brief discussion about setting parameters for visitors (e.g., when/if visitors could ask questions, how many times they could be allowed to listen in).  Stephanie suggested that any call participants who had objections but did not feel comfortable voicing them on the call to contact her offline to let her know.
