Triple P California Conference Call Minutes

1. Introductions. There were 16 call participants, including Randy Ahn and Rita Bostick from Triple P America and Mark Klym, a guest from Arizona.  Seven counties were represented on the call: Nevada, San Diego, San Francisco, Santa Cruz, Shasta, Sonoma, and Ventura.

2. Updates/Announcements from Randy Ahn (Triple P America) 
· New interventions available:  
· Level 3 Discussion Group - a single session group centered around a tip sheet (there are 4 Discussion Group tip sheets). 
· Level 2 Brief Primary Care - a single session with an individual family centered around a tip sheet (uses the same tip sheets as Primary Care). 
· Level 5 Group Lifestyle - a melding of Group Triple P and an anti-obesity intervention is beginning to take off and initial trainings have been held. 
· Level 5 Family Transitions is an intervention for families going through a divorce or separation and is scheduled for launch early in 2012. 
· Online Triple P is still in development and is considered a Level 4 intervention.
· Spanish Translation -- the universal Spanish Glossary project is an on-going project to examine

North and South American Spanish translations. The intent of the project is to determine whether a single universal glossary of Triple P terms and concepts can be created. Translation work for the Spanish version of the Standard Teen workbook has been completed, but has been placed on hold in lieu of the project.
· Title IV-E toolkit -- progress being made in getting consultants on board; more contract work needed.
· A Revised Training Guide is now available and is good thru June 30 2012; no price changes have occurred.
· Open enrollment -- Event in Los Angeles next week; last month there was an event in Sacramento. Please let us know which courses you would like offered during OE and we will make it happen.

4. Round Table / Open Discussion:

· Carol (Sonoma) - Asked if people like to receive the updates on available trainings slots via email and would like to continue being on the mailing list for them.

· There was agreement that call participants are interested in hearing about training opportunities in other counties

· There will be trainings coming up every 2 months in Sonoma
· Kiran (San Diego): Asked if call participants had any tips or ideas for engaging more fathers in

Triple P - specifically levels 2, 3, and 4. Also, have any sites tailored services specifically for
fathers?

· Grace (Santa Rosa) A lot of in home services we start with the mother and then engage

the father to participate. Also if the family is receiving child welfare services, the child educator may call the father to invite him to attend the class.
· Carol (Sonoma) - Latinos may be interested in attending group Triple P classes where

there are at least 1 or 2 other males, but if there is only one male they are more likely to drop out. In response to a follow-up question about practitioner gender, Carol noted that this did not appear to make a difference in engaging fathers.
· Stephanie (San Francisco) – Fathers are more likely to participate in Triple P if they are

specifically invited.  If one parent shows up for the class, encourage the facilitator to ask if there is anyone else (including grandparents) parenting the child.  If so, invite co-parents to participate.  Also, be mindful of selecting a convenient class time for fathers, which may be evenings or weekends.
