1. Introductions. There were 24 call participants and 11 counties were represented on the call: Contra Costa, Los Angeles, Nevada, Riverside, San Diego, San Francisco, Santa Clara, Santa Cruz, Shasta, Sonoma, and Ventura.

2. Updates/Announcements.
· Randy and Rita from Triple P America could not be present for the call.

· Next Conference is being planned for 2013 will not be in San Francisco. The conference will likely be held in Australia, although that has not been confirmed yet.

· Nicole (Santa Cruz) provided an update on the Title IVE Toolkit: Santa Cruz and Mendocino are developing the toolkit in collaboration with TPA.  Each county has undertaken a different process to be able to draw down IV-E funds to support their Triple P programs, and the toolkit will reflect these different paths.  They are still determining how best to disseminate the toolkit – posting it on the www.ca-ppp.com website is an option.

3. Featured Presentation. Triple P: Implementation & Evaluation from Sonoma County

Questions about the presentation from call participants (Carol and Grace Harris responded)
· Is Triple P is more engaging to Latinos than Caucasians, since in the Sonoma outcome reports there is greater representation from Latinos (Higher target population) 
· Response: This may reflect greater openness and interest in education among Sonoma’s Spanish-speaking population
· A question about the reason for the dropout rate in Sonoma’s Triple P program: 
· Response: It may be more difficult for Sonoma’s Spanish-speaking population to be consistent with attending and participating in the sessions because of work, transportation, family, moving around. Additionally, some practitioners have reported that when clients see improvement they tend to end sessions earlier. 
· Why was Triple P was originally implemented in Sonoma County?

· Response: In 2007, they started looking at different evidence based practices that could yield proven outcomes for families. Also, Triple P offers a wide variety of multiple-level interventions.
· If I were a parent how would I hear about parenting classes in Sonoma?

· Response: Parents can hear about Triple P through several channels:

1. Through a Navigator- parents can call

2. Through seminars at preschools, in high risk areas, and in low income housing areas. A lot of organizations are currently implementing Triple P.
3. Through a new pilot in Sonoma using the “Stay Positive” campaign
