Updates from Triple P America

Randy Ahn fromTriple P America (TPA) agreed to provide an update/announcements on a regular basis and also offered the use of Triple P’s Go-To-Meeting if needed. It was requested that Randy provide regular updates on trainings, translations, research done outside of Australia (recommend ideas in evaluation), and creative ways organizations can financially sustain the long term use of Triple P. Randy had an update prepared for today’s call:
· Cost-Sharing: Triple P America would like to test cost-sharing for translations. Randy will get a regular update from Triple P International (TPI) on what is in the works re: translation. 
· Spanish Glossary. He noted that they are working on moving towards a universal Spanish glossary (due to Triple P’s expansion into South America) and said that they are considering using the UN standard for this. 
· Online Triple P. He thanked Online Triple P testers and noted that they are revising the look and language to fit with American audience. 
· Universal Measures for Triple P. In response to a question on the call, Randy stated that evaluation tools are not tracked by TPA. The University of Queensland is developing new assessments that will cover all the domains that are typically assessed in Triple P. He invited others to contact him (Randy@TripleP.net) if there is interest in testing the new instruments. He also indicated that widespread use of these new assessments will be several years down the road. 

· New Resources Order Form. Mary Echols (TPA) noted that there is going to be an updated order form with new translated materials that is currently being finalized / checked for accuracy. 
· Training Updates (from Mary)
· “Social Skills Intervention” training for Autism Spectrum Disorders – will be available in the Southern CA open enrollment (Nov. 3, 4). 

· Northern CA – open enrollment starts next week, still some spaces available

· Atlanta –open enrollment in October

· Southern CA – open enrollment in November

Decisions

· We agreed the name for the call should be “Triple P California Conference Call”

· We discussed standing agenda items
· We agreed to adopt the ideas from San Diego for standing agenda items; we will also retain some “unstructured” time to discuss concerns and barriers, etc. 
· One Triple P California Program will be the “spot light” by providing their ideas/ experiences with others – San Diego volunteered to be the first site to present.
· In the future, we may opt to have an evaluation discussion where some programs share their evaluation data as a special session. 

· Sharing evaluations, posting meeting notes and other items to a shared free networking site for those who missed a topic or conference call (i.e…Live Sharing) was discussed. One participant agreed to help Stephanie with this.
